CHURCH PARKING LOTS

As you all have noticed our parking lots are in really 
bad need of repair. Each spring for the last several 
years holes have been patched up but they are 
loosened again with the frost and more holes created. 


The Diocesan insurance company has told us, after 
inspection, to repair the lots which are a liability 
issue. Our building and property committee worked 
diligently to assess everything and secure bids. 
Approval was given by the Diocesan Property, 
Planning and Building Committee.


The majority of the repair, which will add an additional 
30 spaces, is scheduled to be done this year and the 
remainder next year. This phase will cost $129,000 
plus HST. The parish is in good financial standing but 
this will be quite a dip in the funds and we need to 
make sure there is enough left for regular payments 
and emergencies.
