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SEASON of LENT 
Lent has two major purposes: It recalls or prepares for 
Baptism, and emphasizes a spirit of penance. Through 
forty days of closer attention to God’s Word and of 
more fervent prayer, believers are prepared to          
celebrate the paschal Mystery. 


THREE PILLARS of LENT 

PRAY Lent is about deepening our relationship 
with God. It's a time to increase our prayer life, 
perhaps by attending Mass more frequently, 

spending time in adoration, or incorporating daily 
readings and reflections, or just saying an extra Our 
Father or Hail Mary.


FAST It’s not just about giving up chocolate or  
social media; it's a form of self-discipline that 
frees us from attachment to material things and 

reminds us of the suffering of Christ. It also makes us 
more attuned to the needs of others.


GIVE It’s not just about financial donations. It's 
an invitation to share our time, talents, and trea-
sure with those less fortunate. It's a practical          

expression of our faith and an act of love towards our 
neighbours.
